Staff Reports

Community Development Director Reese reports:

Applications for five (5) new single family homes in Orchard Park S/D have been
submitted by contractor Brian Sullivan and are in plan review. He plans to start
construction in July.

We are working on the 10-year Water Supply Plan draft along with Utilities and Johnson
Engineering to prepare for inclusion in the amended Comprehensive Plan that the City
will be adopting this year.

Library Director Barrett reports:

Summer reading program, in conjunction with the Recreation Department is still on!
Presenters this week include a bee keeper and the Police Department. So far, we have a
total of 235 children exposed to our reading program.

Police Chief Gutshall reports:

Officers have responded to a couple of incidents of theft from vehicles in the SE area of
town.

Public Works Director Scheffler reports:

Mosquito Control Activity: A large breeding site was found this week in the northwest
section of town and was treated. We expect the north east trap counts to go down. There
have been no mosquito complaints registered in the last three months.

Street Maintenance: (1) Staff made a trip to LaBelle to pick up several hundred feet of
guard rail, post, and hardware. This will be used to replace all wooden barricades on
canal banks. (2) Staff replanted the atrium at the City Hall this week. (3) Staff is
scheduled to remove three more Olive trees on Bond Street this weekend. We are
scheduling to perform this task while businesses are closed and public traffic is at a
minimum. (4) Locates for the small drainage project on Pinewood at Ponce de Leon have
been requested and we are scheduled to start this project this week.

Facility Maintenance: (1) A/C work seems to be the flavor of the week again. As
weather gets hot and humid, AC units will work harder and frailties will show. (2)
Between AC work, staff is assembling picnic tables and hopefully will be able to get the
park benches finished for the golf Course.
