Community Development Director Reese reports:
· The Community Redevelopment Advisory Committee met for their quarterly meeting on July 1st but unfortunately did not have a quorum for discussion.

· Rental inspections have picked up considerably in recent weeks.
Library Director Barrett reports:
· Basic computer classes will start on August 25, 2014 and will end on September 11th. We already have a full class. We also have now received the application that will provide practice opportunities for sitting for the Microsoft certification exam. We are about to load that in our lab.

· Summer reading program is coming ro an end. The presentations in Montura have been going very well, as have the programs in Clewiston. The number of children attending so far is 847 in a total of 16 programs. Participation in the Fizz Boom Read contest is heating up with one child in the 5-7 age group claiming to have read 420 books so far. He has checked that many out and although they are easy readers, he is still reading. He is set to win the prize for his level this year. All children still receive McDonald’s coupons for each set of 10 books read. 

· GED classes are continuing and will go ontinue until August 21st , 2014. We now have a class of 17 and several more still asking how they can get into the class.

· Training for starting a Home Based Business started yesterday, July 16th with six participants. This is sponsored by the grant from the SW Florida Community Foundation which allows us to provide the class to at least 30 participants throughout the county over a period of three years. There are currently 10 signed up in LaBelle as well. Seed money to help interested attendees start up their own business is part of the program.
