Police Chief Gutshall reports: 

 Unfortunately we have seen another dog bite this week. A young child suffered a serious 

bite from the family pet. The child was transferred to Palms West Hospital for treatment. 

The dog was surrendered to animal control authorities.  

 We have experienced yet another minor dust-up at the nursing home. That makes three 

separate incidents of disturbance between various patients recently. No charges have been 

filed. 

 City wide we seem to be having an increase in the number of domestic disturbances. 

Fortunately there have been no serious injuries. 

 Code Enforcement is taking a great deal of our time lately. The wet and warm weather 

makes it nearly impossible to keep up with the overgrown lot issues. Junk and buildings 

in disrepair are also driving complaints up.

Public Works Director Scheffler reports: 

 Mosquito Control:   An aerial application is scheduled for Saturday (Sunday as an 

alternate) before the Labor Day weekend. Ground trucks are to run Friday night, with 

special attention to the football stadium area.    

 Street Maintenance: (1) Progress is slower than staff wanted, or expected, with the 

planting of Anna Nidia Palms on Bond Street. Equipment issues and small areas with a 

lot of roots from previous trees is a bigger issue than thought and digging a hole big 

enough for the large palms is a challenge. A special thanks to the Utility Department staff 

for helping us.  We expect to be finished planting Thursday.   (2) Perseverance is what it 

took to get the boat basin bank cleared again.  We have contacted two aquatic weed 

control companies to give us quotes to keep the water clean. We will be using a “growth 

retardant” to spray the bank. 

 Facility Maintenance: (1) We are still working in the Senior Citizens Building and 

progress is being made. The latest accomplishments are: A/C ducts are in, floor repair 

completed, walls are ready to paint and scheduled to be done this week. Carpet 

installation is scheduled for the first of next week. (2) Two more AC units went down 

this week, one at the Library and one at the Pro Shop.    

 Boy Scout Projects: The last project, rebuilding back stops in the Sugarland Park area, is 

about to get started.   Posts pulled from the “Ten Acre Field” on Esperanza were taken to 

the Operations Yard and will be used for this final Scout project.    

 Paving project: The 2015 project bid opening is scheduled for August 28
th

.  

 FDOT (SCOP) projects: Public Works Director Scheffler has been working with Maria 

Cahill and City Engineer Tommy Perry in preparing two requests for project funding.  

The Ventura project is for 3,175LF of drainage with water quality features, overlay and 

street striping from South Deane Duff to Francisco with an estimated cost of $950,000.   

The Pasadena project is for 1,300LF of drainage and overlay with an estimated cost of 

$295,000.  These estimates include engineering design, permits and construction. 

 

Recreation Director Ramer reports: 

 Six (6) new backstops are nearly completed at the 10 acre field. 

 The outfield fence on field #8 at Sugarland Sports Complex will be moved from 300’ to 

200’ beginning next week.  This move will allow the addition of soccer fields and give 

access to athletic fields that were previously underutilized. 

 The remodeling of the Sr. Citizen Center is nearing completion as well.  A “Grand 

Opening” is in the works! 

 CHS “Fall Baseball” is practicing on Stalls Field at Sugarland Sports Complex every 

Tuesday and Thursday afternoon. 

 Summer is slipping away!  Get your “pool time” in while you can!  The C.S. Mott Pool 

and the James Mason Pool will both close for the year on September 2
nd

.
