Staff Reports

Community Development Director Reese reports:

Discussion of the comp plan and water supply plan at the Oct. 6™ Planning & Zoning meeting led
to the members continuing until Nov. 3™ to give ample time to review and understand the
amendments. All five (5) board members have agreed to continue to serve on this board. They
are: Lewell Hughes as Chairman, Haitham Kaki as Secretary, Vic McCorvey, Donnie Hughes and
Michael Atkinson;

On October 7", there was a meeting of the Community Redevelopment Advisory Committee
who discussed a 2010 project CRA list and voted to update and submit a fresh list after their
next meeting in January 2015. Amy McKown (Chair) has submitted her resignation so there are
now two (2) openings on this citizen board. They are: Barbara Edmonds as Vice Chair, Sarah
Hammock, Scott Jones, Karl Larsen and Luis Vallejo.

Library Director Barrett reports:

The Family Literacy program started on Monday, October 6, 2014. We had 26 registered
children and several others came with parents who heard about the program. As of today we
have 31 students registered and had to split the group in 2 to accommodate them all in the
computer lab. They are pursuing the Lexia reading program which was donated to us. This
program normally costs a whopping $109.00 per seat (or child) but we were fortunate enough
to be the beneficiary of a grant from the Family Literacy Center, a non-profit. Classes will
continue 4 evenings a week and will offer homework help as well as tutoring in Reading, with
resources for assisting in Math improvement. Classes for adults needing help with English as a
second language will be coming soon.

Our lab is now ready for the Microsoft IT Academy. All that’s left for us to do is get our
suggested price range approved and then we will be good to go.

Our daycare/preschool story time program kicked off with a big bang!! As a result of this
program 38 preschoolers are now signed up for the preschool early literacy program through
the Lexia Learning program. The daycare/preschool personnel couldn’t be happier. Their
students who were before not afforded computer access during school time now are using the
library’s computer lab for reading. Each child was also signed up for a library card and the
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teachers have been helping them to select books from our collection. We are totally excited
about this.

We are again looking into the possibility of acquiring a subscription to e-books. Keep listening
and visit your library and see your tax dollars at work for you.
