Community Development Director Reese reports:

e The Planning & Zoning Board held a meeting on Monday, April 6™ to discuss a variance
request to the front setback requirements for the property located at 403 West Avenida
del Rio. Recommendation is for approval with modification.

e The Community Redevelopment Agency Advisory Committee met on Tuesday, April 7%
for their quarterly discussion.
