 Staff has completed corrective action plans from a Hendry County DOH Inspection last 

month for C.S. Mott Pool regarding replacement of 2 drain covers and re-setting of tiles, 

securing loose ladders and normalizing PH levels after all the rain.  C.S. Mott Pool has 

received a compliance certification on re-inspection last week.

Public Works Director Sean Scheffler reports: 

 Mosquito Control: 

Trap counts in Clewiston are as follows: 

Harlem trap: 200; 

Sports Complex trap: 150; and 

Okeechobee Blvd. trap: 700. 

Mosquito activity is still in high gear.  Protect yourself and small children if you must be 

outside.  NOTE:  Bromeliads hold water in the center and mosquitoes will lay eggs in 

that water.  If you have Bromeliads growing in your yard, wash out the area in the center 

of the plant weekly with a garden hose.  You will remove any eggs that may be there.  

 Street Maintenance:  (1) Placement of the rock for the “Rock Garden” in the Civic Park 

was completed this week.  The next step is to fill the voids with soil to make room for 

ferns and Bromeliads.  (2) The Oleanders on Berner Road have been cut back.  

 Facility Maintenance:  (1) Vandalism repairs to City property have dominated the work 

order system this week.  (2) Stained ceiling tiles in the Sikes Park building were replaced.  

 Training:  Sean will be out of the office the end of this week for “Storm Water Inspector” 

training in Daytona.  

 Civic Park Project:  The Fallen Solider Memorial was ordered and has been shipped.   

 

Police Chief Gutshall reports: 

 During a traffic accident early Friday morning, it was discovered that one of the vehicles 

involved in the crash was stolen. The registered owner of the vehicle was driving past the 

crash scene when she recognized her vehicle was involved. She contacted the Patrol 

Officers on scene to let them know her home was broken into and her purse was taken as 

well as her vehicle. During the on-going investigation, it was determined another 

individual was involved. Surveillance video from nearby businesses confirms another 

person arriving with the stolen vehicle. Dawn Johnson was located and charged with 

Burglary of an Occupied Dwelling and with Stealing a Motor Vehicle.
